1. Why and how was the National Book
Development Council of Singapore (NBDCS)
formed?

NBDCS is a registered charity and non-profit organisation
set up in 1969 to address the needs of the literary
communities in Singapore.

For over four decades, NBDCS has been actively setting
the stage for the local literary arts scene. We are the
organiser of several programmes and festivals, such as
the annual Asian Festival of Children’s Content (AFCC)
and the All In!Young Writers Festival.

We also present several annual and biennial awards,
including the Singapore Literature Prize; the Hedwig
Anuar Children’s Book Award for published works; and
the Scholastic Picture Book Award for unpublished works.
Our training arm, the Academy of Literary Arts and
Publishing, also runs publishing-related and literary arts-
focused courses and workshops throughout the year.

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2. What are the vision and objectives of NBDCS?

3. What made NBDCS organise the first Asian
Festival of Children’s Content (AFCC) in 2010?

AFCC began as a humble Asian Children’s Writers &
[llustrators Conference (ACWIC) back in 2000. The aim of
this conference was to train, educate and inspire writers
and illustrators in the field of children’s literature.

Inspired by the success of ACWIC, we began introducing
new conferences like the Teachers Congress, Parents
Forum, and the Media Summit, to target different



audiences. In 2010, the full-fledged festival that is the
AFCCis born.

The deep cultural heritage of Asia makes it a wonderful
fertile ground to inspire original and imaginative works.
At AFCC, we believe in encouraging the creation and
consumption of such quality Asian material for children’s
books, as well as instilling in children a lifelong
appreciation for reading, and the literary arts.

4. What are the highlights of 2016 AFCC: Country
of Focus ? Japan (25 ? 29 May 2016)?

This year, we are excited to welcome Japan as the
Country of Focus for AFCC, in conjunction with the soth
anniversary of the establishment of Japan-Singapore
diplomatic relations. The festival will host a delegation of
prominent Japanese writers, illustrators and academics,
who will be flying in from Japan to speak at various talks/
sessions to discuss and explore the trends and
developments involving Japanese children’s literature.

Participants can look forward to sessions on kamishibai
by Kyoko Sakai, the story and illustrations behind Totto
Chan by Michiko Matsukata, the history of Japanese
picture books by Yuko Takesako, and the art and
importance of translating children’s books by Cathy
Hirano.

As a whole, AFCC 2016 will host over 100 local and
international speakers including authors, illustrators,
publishers, and media professionals from countries like
Japan, Australia, Philippines, New Zealand, Germany,
Ireland, England and the United States.

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1. How was TheatreWorks
(Singapore) established in
1985 and what are its
objectives?

The year was 1985 and the
theatrical landscape in post-
independence Singapore was
dotted with amateur productions
of varying quality. A group of
young men watching from the wings vowed to shake
things up. Lim Kay Tong, Justin Hill and Lim Siauw Chong
whose hunger for theatre was stoked by the biennial
Singapore Festival of Arts. They resolved to build a
platform upon which people with a passion for theatre
could earn a living from creating it. At that time, the idea
of making decent money from theatre was unheard of, at
least in Singapore. As founding directors of Singapore's
first professional English-language theatre company,
their aim was to gather a pool of practitioners and an
audience who would pay to watch their productions.
Though serious in intent, the spirit of TheatreWorks was
playful, from its logo design ? an inversion of existing
typographical norms ? to its choice of name, which
implied that its productions were works in progress.
Supporting them were other founding members.
TheatreWorks set out to stage a season of plays,
exposing audiences to different issues, different stories
and different styles of theatre ? recounted Singapore
style.Key to this vision was that the company be a
nurturing collective of creative talents.While Siauw Chong
helmed many productions in TheatreWorks' early years,
the door was kept open for others who had vision they
wanted to communicate. Towards 1988, Ong Keng Sen
was tapped to take over the artistic directorship of
TheatreWorks from founding director Lim Siauw Chong,
and directed Beauty World in 1988 that TheatreWorks
cemented its place in Singapore theatre history.

TheatreWorks is presently led by Artistic Director Ong
Keng Sen (on leave of absence) and Managing Director,
Tay Tong. Over the years, the artistic redlines evolved and
today, TheatreWorks is a multi-faceted arts company but

always working intensively across languages, art forms,
disciplines and socio-political borders. TheatreWorks is
dedicated to the development of contemporary arts in
Singapore and to the evolution of an Asian identity and
aesthetics of the 21st Century through a culture of
differences. TheatreWorks’ projects present the hybrid
identity of the contemporary Asian and embrace the
multiple realities.

Since its establishment, TheatreWorks has staged over
200 productions and 2,500 performances in Singapore
and overseas, and has reached an audience-ship of over a
million. TheatreWorks’ home is 72-13, a heritage building
that was once a rice warehouse on Mohamed Sultan Road
and next to the Singapore River.

2. What has brought about the remake of RE/PLAY
Dance Edit (17 ? 20 Feb 2016)?

The 2011 great earthquake of northeastern Japan became
the underpinning of “Re/Play,” a work that was created
by Junnosuke Tada’s theater company, Tokyo Deathlock.
Based on themes such as “unrepeatable” and
“interruption,” actors continued their movements
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without interference from each other. This resulted in the
destruction of images created by pop music to create a
work that expressed time and life ironically through
relentless repetition. Later in 2012, a version of the work
was made with eight dancers in Kyoto, to work with the
concept of “dance/not dance,” creating a gradation
between “not dancing = human” and “dancing = body” in
order to create chaos with the increasing varieties of
physicality. From this confusion arose a truer expression
of the world. In 2014, a different group of dancers
recreated the piece in Yokohama. Through juxtaposing
their widely varying physiques, perspectives on dance,
and choreography, the performance destroyed the
framework for the audience’s perception by rebuilding
discovery through confusion in disruption. Having the
next creation in Singapore, is to be able to see this
scenario with Japanese and Southeast Asian physicality ?
the Asian physicality. Each dancer will make their own
performance based on their own “dance/not dance” and
“movement/choreography.” Creating a place that the
participating dancers as well as the audience will be able
to rethink, investigate and develop their perspective on
dance.

3. What does TheatreWorks (Singapore) hope to
achieve through the collaboration
with the Japanese artists in remaking RE/PLAY
Dance Edit?

TheatreWorks aims to present innovative contemporary
performances, and artistic expressions that offer
Singapore audiences uncommon alternatives.

TheatreWorks is the bridge
between alternative artistic
expressions and Singapore
audiences.

In addition, we believe that the
collaboration will inspire
artists from both countries,
where they learn new
strategies and perspectives
from each other’s culture and
methodologies. They

become cultural

ambassadors.

4. Which other Japanese dance
artists has TheatreWorks (Singapore) worked
with so far?

TheatreWorks has over the last 30 years worked with
numerous Japanese artists and creatives. They include
Naohiko Umewaka, Gojo Masanosuke, Yasuko Yokoshi,
Kota Yamazaki, Toru Yamanaka, Yen Chang, Kineya
Katsumatsu, the late Rio Kishida, Hairi Katagiri, Koji
Hamai, Mikuni Yanaihara, Mitsushi Yanaihara, both from
Nibroll, Keisuke Takahashi, Grinder Man, Yubiwa Hotel,
Yoshiko Shimada, Atsushi Nishijima, Minako Nishiyama,
Tadasu Takamine.
