C) APCC Project — Children homestay exchange
program

Introduction

Since 2013, The Japanese Cultural Society, Singapore
(JCS), has become the Liaison Office for the Asian Pacific
Children’s Convention (APCC), a project initiated by the
Government of Fukuoka, Japan. JCS have been organizing
and managing six children of 11-year old in order to
prepare them for a homestay program in Japan for each
of the past 4 years.

APCC Mission Project (Homestay of Japanese children
in Singapore, 25 to 30 Mar 2016)

This year, in celebration of SJ5o, JCS hosted the APCC
Mission Project, where we reciprocated the hospitality of
APCC by hosting 15 Japanese students for homestay and
school visit in Singapore from 25th to 30th March 2016.

The APCC Mission Project entails the dispatching of
young students from Fukuoka to Asian Pacific countries
to experience local homestay and school life. JCS had to
recruit suitable homestay families with young children of
comparable age, and write to the school requesting
permission for the Japanese kids to attend class together
with their host brothers/sisters.

Upon arrival on 25th Mar, they were welcomed at the
airport, and again at the JCS Japanese Language School,
where we hosted the welcome reception and the
homestay matching ceremony for both the visiting
delegation and the host families. They went on to enjoy
the hospitality of the Singapore hosts over the next 2
days (Saturday and Sunday), before attending schools on
Monday and Tuesday.

On Monday afternoon, the Japanese delegation and their
host brothers/sisters brought happiness to the
intellectually-challenging students at the Rainbow Centre
at Yishun Park School. They had a meaning engagement
thru’ games, performances and other activities.

On the last day of the mission project, the Japanese
Delegation visited the Japan Creative Centre (JCC), where

The
Japanese delegation also attended a lecture on
Singapore, with question and answer session before
posing for photo.



The Japanese delegation and the Singapore host families

From A Novice to A Researcher of Japanese Religions
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Ms. Carolyn Pang
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The Many Sides of Japan

It is impossible to know everything about Japan. After
fifteen years of study and research on Japan, | often find
that the more | learn about this country and its history,
the less | seem to know about it. Whether  am immersed
in archival research, presenting at international
conferences, or teaching students and giving course
lectures in Singapore and America, | remain amazed by
the diversity and complexities of Japanese culture. There
are so many dimensions and various regional identities
that | always found myself learning something new with
each class | taught about Japan.

Even now, as | shutter between Kyoto and Shikoku for my
doctoral dissertation research, | had not imagined that |
would become so involved in Japan through these years. |
was too detached from the Japanese pop culture boom in
Singapore during the 1990s to feel much about Japan
then. Hello Kitty, J-pop music, or the anime craze were
never within my radar of interests and | could not
understand why my friends were so captivated by
Japanese culture. But that sense of apathy dissipated
when history classes during junior college revealed to me
similarities between the early Singapore and Meiji
governments in their pragmatic attitudes towards the
formation of a modern nation.

As | uncovered more similarities, | felt a growing sense of
affinity towards Japan and became increasingly interested

in learning more about this country that reflected my
understanding towards my own country. It soon came to
be that | finally decided to major in Japanese Studies
when | went on to undergraduate studies at the National
University of Singapore in 2002.

Entering the World of Japan

At that time, | had a naive curiosity about Japan and its
culture. | wanted to learn more about the religions in
Japan but there were no available classes in my
department then on this topic.

Before the September 11 attacks on the World Trade
Center put Islamism under intense international scrutiny
and subsequent acts of terrorism around the world
highlighted the formidable power of religious fervor,
religious studies was of little concern in the secular state
of Singapore. Interfaith issues were carefully controlled
but there were few avenues to pursue an academic path
in religious studies. This was before the National
University of Singapore recognized and formalized an
academic study of religions by introducing a minor
program in Religious Studies in July 2005.

The one way to learn about religious practices in Japan
then was to indirectly get glimpses of it from Japanese
literature and traditional theatre, and informally through
anime and manga where otherworldly representations of
Shintoism mainly depicted shamanistic priests engaged
in magical battles with demons and deities. All | knew at
that time were the three commonly recognized religions
of Shintoism, Buddhism, and Christianity in Japan.

So when | saw the poster about the JCCI scholarship on
the notice board of my department, | saw my chance.
Considering that | was not the best of my batch of
cohorts, | was not confident about whether | could get the
scholarship, but | was highly motivated and determined
to learn more about Japan.

Being awarded the JCCI scholarship was a moment of



great exhilaration. When | realized that | could finally stay
in the country that | have been studying and wondering
about, | was overcome with euphoric excitement and
anticipation about my first venture into the world of
Japan.

Encountering Various Sides of Japan

After all these years, | still fondly remember my stay at
the Japan Airlines staff dormitory in Shin-urayasu. Every
evening, the sounds of fireworks from the nearby Tokyo
Disneyland functioned as a daily reminder that it was time
to get ready for bed.

The year | was in Japan had a particularly long spell of
many typhoon occurrences. Regardless of how many
layers of raincoats | wore, my jeans were always soaked
through by the time | got back to the dorm. But | gained a
new skill; I achieved the acrobatic feat of cycling with an
umbrella in torrential rains and strong winds.

Singaporeans are fortunate in that our region does not
face many threats of natural disasters. Yet, it was due to
experiencing frequent earthquakes and typhoons in Japan
that made me a veteran in disaster preparation. Living
overseas on my own all these years made me realize the
necessity to be responsible for my own safety, such that
the first thing | do whenever | move to another country
was to have an emergency kit and supplies ready.

Braving the wintry conditions of the 2014 North American Cold
Wave in New York.

So when | embarked on my Ph.D. studies at Columbia
University in 2011, | could look on with self-satisfaction as
| observed New Yorkers rushing in panic to replenish their
supplies before the unexpected 2011 earthquake hit the
region. | was ready for the disastrous impact of Hurricane

Sandy in 2012, the severe blizzard conditions of the 2013
Winterstorm Nemo, and the extreme record low freezing
temperatures of the 2014 North American Cold Wave.
Japan had truly trained me well to be prepared for natural
disasters.

Learning to adjust to entirely different climatic and
geographical conditions in Japan proved to have great
benefits in increasing my ability to adapt to many
environments. But what was even more important was
the effect that nine months of study experience at
Waseda University had on my language abilities.

With Japanese as our main and sometimes only mode of
language of communication, | interacted with
international students from various countries and by the
end of my study program, | could conduct decent
conversations in Japanese and share jokes with most
Japanese | encountered.

With my Japanese language teacher and classmates at Waseda
University.

Other than Japanese language classes, | took courses that
were not available in my home university then, such as
Buddhism in Japan, and Japanese law and judicial
practices. One particularly impressionable class by a
professor who had done fieldwork at the Ise Shrine,
allowed me to experiment with conducting
anthropological fieldwork in Tokyo. | chose to do a video
project on the homeless situation in Japan which gave me
the chance to understand the different economic strata of
Japanese society and made me contemplate about the
welfare structures of developed countries.

While at Waseda, | signed up for a 3-week homestay in
Kyushu. Out of the many choices of homestay families, |
was immediately attracted by the unusual chance to stay

at a Jodo Shinshu Pure Land Buddhism temple in the
deep mountains of Kagoshima. | participated in daily
Buddhist morning rituals with my host father, helped to
mend the shoji doors of the temple, and walked the
family dog. | remember being particularly surprised by
the sight of my host mother donning a Buddhist priest
robe and proceeding to conduct sermon lectures for the
old ladies in the neighborhood. It was then that | was
struck by the role of religion in constructing identities and
serving as a gathering force for the local community.

Life in Japan was full of adventures. | took every
opportunity to get discounted tickets for Japanese
traditional theatre where | discovered a hidden love for
noh performances and Japanese gagaku court music.

There were many cultural activities available at Waseda,
from tea ceremony to ikebana flower arrangements to
viewing sumo tournaments at Ryogoku Kokugikan. | even
signed up to participate in a kimono fashion show that
was held during Waseda's annual school festival. The idea
that | was wearing a lavish kimono that could have paid
for a luxurious 2-week trip around Europe made the
experience that much more memorable.

One activity that | particularly enjoyed was hiking in the
mountainous spots around Japan. Chiba was one of my
favorite hiking spots and | spent my weekends exploring
many temples in the Kanto region. Climbing Mount Fuji
was an unexpected plan but along with other
international students, we ventured to challenge
ourselves to scale this famous mountain.

It was along the way to the peak of Mount Fuji that | came
across a large wooden tori sacred gate. Despite looking
worn and weather-beaten, the tori was an impressionable

sight as it stood
firm on the gravel
ground and rose
tall above the
misty clouds.

Unlike the pristine
red and smooth
surface we often
see on most tori,
the severely
cracked surface of
this particular tori
was fully
encrusted with
coins. Each
climber had contributed to creating its metallic armor by
inserting a coin into the cracks on the wooden surface of
the tori. As | stared at the coin armor sparkling in the early
afternoon sun, | became intrigued by the significance
behind such a ritualistic act.

At the peak of Mt. Fuji in 2005.

My explorations around the neighborhoods of Tokyo
unveiled other ritual practices that showed another
dimension to Japanese culture and beliefs; the placing of
small dishes of salt at the entrance of old stores for
purification purposes; the tying of omikuji fortune lots on
metal stands or even trees and shrubs around the temple
compounds to send away unpromising fortunes; Jizo
statues decorated with bibs and surrounded by toys and
little stone piles.

It was much later that | found out about the belief in Jizo-
sama as the protector of travelers and children. The stone
piles were made by devotees to help unborn children
fulfill their duties in the underworld before they can be
reborn. Seeing those ritual practices, | knew | had found a
new side of Japan that | wanted to learn more about.

Venturing Deeper into the Other Side of Japan

Through these years, | have now come from trying to
understand the meanings behind such ritualistic acts to
searching out the historical background and influences
behind such practices. To put it simply, you can say that
the one year | spent in Japan on the JCCI scholarship was
the formative year for my current strong interest in
Japanese religions.



After returning from Tokyo in 2005, | completed my
undergraduate studies and continued my pursuit of
understanding Japanese religions with further studies in a
Masters degree at the National University of Singapore. It
was during my Masters study that | received the
Monbukagakusho Research Scholarship in 2008 for an
18-months research program at Rikkyo University where |
became enraptured with classical Japanese literature.

| was not a The Tale of Genji (Genji monogatari)
psychological novel or The Tale of the Heike (Heike
monogatari) military epic type of person. Instead, | was
caught up in the fantastical world of Japanese folklores,
preferring to dwell in literary texts like the Anthology of
Tales from the Past (Konjaku monogatarishii) and A
Collection of Tales from Uji (Uji shiii monogatari) which
are compilations of social tales and folklores that held
cautionary advice and sometimes morally ambiguous
teachings.

It showed a different side of Japanese history and culture.
It was a side where comical tricksters, clever talking
animals, and vengeful spirits interacted. It was a space
where magical spells, deadly curses, and miraculous cures
abound. There are tales ranging from everyday stories to
the obscure and comical. You can marvel at the ingenuity
of the commoners as they outsmarted the nobles, or
laughed at the humorous tricks they played on the deities.
It was different from the Chinese tales and Greek legends
that | had grown up reading, and | became highly
fascinated by Japanese folklores.

Preserving the Unknown Sides of Japan

After completing my Masters and working for two years, |
continued my interest in Japan by entering a Ph.D.
program at Columbia University in 2011 where | major in
Japanese religion. | am currently in Japan doing my
dissertation research on the lzanagi-ry(, a local religious
tradition in Kochi, Shikoku.

Before | came back to Japan last year, | have been told by
several people that there is nothing in the Kochi region.
Skepticism abound about how my research will turn out
and | was frequently asked why | chose such an obscure
topic.

But during my fieldwork trips in Kochi, | observed religious
ceremonies and was invited to attend kagura

Participating in the festivities of the Tsunoyama kagura
(BB LS #E ) in November 2015.

performances that have been designated Important
Intangible Folk Cultural Property. Some of the kagura
dances have not been performed for the past twenty
years and it was an invaluable opportunity to be able to
conduct first-hand observations of the ritual
performances and to interact with local residents. My
fieldwork trips enabled me to record these rare rituals and
to collect vital data in the form of video footages and
photographs.

The local residents in Kochi were delighted that a
foreigner is interested in learning about their traditional
practices, and often warmly welcomed me to their
activities and events. While talking to the locals, | could
feel their sense of pride in their traditions and their strong
concern over the disappearing religious practices. The
problem of a rapidly aging population combined with
depopulation in the region made it increasingly hard to
pass on the traditions to the next generation. In a way, |
am racing against time to record these disappearing
traditions before
the elderly priests
and aging ritual
performers are
gone. No matter
how little it is, |
hope my research
efforts will
contribute to the
preservation and
revitalization of
local religious
traditions in Japan.

As it happens, |
will be moving
from Kyoto to

Observing the rituals of Uga-sai (F&EZ)
in February 2016. This is a local festival
in Kochi that takes place only once
every five years.
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Kochi this month to engage in further in-depth fieldwork
in the region. Some friends think | am insane to be
moving to a rural mountainous locale with limited public
transport access, but | see the value in doing so. As what a
prominent Japanese scholar had advised me, “People will
not be telling you the exact situation. There are different
versions and you have to slowly uncover them yourself. It
is not that there is nothing there, it is only because they
are not revealing it to you.” | am determined to uncover
the hidden parts. Japan will always remain a place that |
will never know everything about it, and | am glad about
this.

EMPOWERMENT THROUGH INTERCULTURAL
LEARNING ACTIVITIES IN A LOCAL MIGRANT -YOUTH
NPO

1 INTRODUCTION

Intercultural competence has been defined by as a
transformative learning process that involves “identifiable
practices, actions, and experiences of the learner in
becoming interculturally competent”. Perspective
transformation is defined as a process of a series of
continuous experiences in which the individual socially
acquires and attaches new meanings. This process can be
deconstructed as “precondition to change, the process,

and the outcome.” The “precondition to change” arises
from the individual attaching meanings and values to the
current situation by comparing it against his previous
home experiences. This transformation results in either
the integration or the alienation of the outsider.
Language exchanges have been found to allow the
individual to empathise with the “outsider” and vice versa
via sharing of experiences. Participants go beyond listing
differences in cultures but reflect upon these differences
and how it makes sense to them as an individual.
Therefore, language exchanges can be a way for the
outsider to undergo a successful perspective
transformation in the foreign country as he attaches
positive meanings and values to his experiences.

From April 2016 to July 2016, | have been volunteering as
an intern at a non-profit organisation named Shinjuku Art
Project that is based in Tokyo. The non-profit organisation
aims to use art, culture and creative projects to engage
migrant youths with the local community. Founded since
2004, the founder of the NPO (B-san) uses a step up
model to engage and empower youths as community
leaders. As part of my internship, | joined their weekly
activities. On Mondays and Fridays, | worked as a
facilitator at a Japanese technical high school. On
Wednesday, | joined the group discussions with the
members of the NPO and discussed about on-going
projects. | discovered that through these interactions,
intercultural experiences can foster a greater empathy for
foreign cultures amongst participants and empowerment
for the migrant youths.

2 STEP-UP MENTORING MODEL OF SHINJUKU ART
PROJECT

Before | delve deeper into the inter-cultural activities at
the high school, I will first introduce the step up model of
the NPO. The founder of the NPO project, B-san is
Japanese who has spent her adolescent years studying in
UK before returning to Japan. Her passions in migration
issues and helping youths have led her to start this NPO.
This NPO used to only do ad-hoc workshops for migrant
youths in the community. The aim of this NPO is to allow
migrant youths to develop their projects in a safe and
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nurturing space. So a migrant youth may first know of this
NPO via its workshops then join the NPO as a project
participant to help out in its various other projects. At the
same time, the youth is working with assistance from
other members to start his project. In June, we held a
bubble-blowing art fundraising workshop at a Nepalese
elementary school in Tokyo. This project is led by our
Nepalese member who has been benefiting from the
NPO as a project participant and then assisting other
younger members as a project leader. During the
Wednesday group discussion activities, he also works on
programming projects with another younger member.
Members of the NPO range from high student students,
university students to working adults from various
industries. B-san envisions the NPO to be a flat network
that connects individuals from diverse backgrounds that
not just helps migrant youths but also to empower them
to help other youths.

3 FACILITATORAT % = i&¥RiG

Since 2015, the NPO has been collaborating with a
technical high school in Taito Ward, Tokyo in managing a
multi-language research club (% SikiBif). The club
meets up twice a week to engage in intercultural and
language exchanges. In September 2015, the club
participates in its first school festival by holding an
exhibition on Syrian refugees and Nepalese culture. In
2016, the club splits its activities into two sections.
Monday sessions are focused on club activities that
include planning for the annual September school festival
and Friday sessions are focused on intercultural and
language exchanges with exchange students from a local
university. My role as a facilitator is to work with a
Taiwanese postgraduate student member (T-san) from
our NPO to facilitate intercultural exchanges between
students on Monday sessions and to assist in
communications between Keio exchange students and
the club.

3.1 ORIGINS OF THE CLUB
Creating a place (JE¥5T)

% S EHRG aims to create a safe space for migrant
children and youths in the school to participate in club
activities. In this particular technical high school, a
significant percentage of students are foreigners, either
coming to Japan for high school studies or Japanese
nationality with one or more of their parents holding non-
Japanese citizenship. While some high schools in Japan
forbid its students to do part-time work, technical high

schools intentionally structure lessons in shifts so that
students are able to find the time to work. Barriers to
entry for these high schools are significantly lower in
terms of no prescribed school uniform, lower school fees
and middle school examination scores. However, many of
these students still struggle to complete high school due
to personal reasons. Based on B-san’s experiences with
working with local high schools, she cited that about one
third of students studying in technical high schools do not
finish their high school education.

Observation Trip at Multicultural Centre Tokyo

The need for this club arises from the experiences of this
teacher (S-san) who has deep connections with the local
NPO- Multicultural Centre Tokyo. In July, | went on an
observation trip to the homework club organised by
Multicultural Centre Tokyo. Student participants are of
varying ages and nationality. There are even mothers
participating in the activities with their children. Students
were separated into groups with an accompanying older
Japanese-speaking volunteer. Activities are minimally
structured as each group carries out their learning on their
own paces. In September, Multicultural Centre Tokyo
holds a matsuri at the area of Nippori station. This is done
in hopes to connect the migrant community to the local
Japanese community while giving the migrant youths a
chance to participate in a semblance of a cultural festival.
Migrant youths learn how to integrate into local
community not just by learning Japanese but by also
making friends with the older Japanese youth volunteers.
At the same time, the Japanese volunteers have the
chance to interact with the migrant youths.

Building onto the concept of the homework club
organised by Multicultural Centre Tokyo, S-san started %
SRk ubi% so as to provide an outlet for migrant students
in the high school to “hang out™ and make connections
with the local community and within the migrant
community. This is done in hopes of decreasing their
chances of dropping out of high school.

3.2 INTER-CULTURAL LEARNING AMONG HIGH
SCHOOL STUDENT PARTICIPANTS

The weekly activities are split into two activities. On
Mondays, | worked with the president of the £ 5 i it
(Y-san) to facilitate inter-language activities and planning
for the cultural festival. Y-san is the only senior Japanese
student in the club. T-san and | would sit in the classroom
as participants while leaving the role of conducting the
activities to Y-san. The aim is to encourage Y-san to



develop communication skills. This was not an easy task
because of language barriers between the Filipino
students and Y-san. Amongst the Filipino students, the
mastery of Japanese language varies. Hence, Y-san and |
would translate English to Japanese when the need arises.
One way to overcome this language barrier is to have the
students to teach each other basic phrases in their native
language. The aim of these activities is to encourage
students like Y-san who never have the opportunity to
travel out of the country to interact with foreigners while
also encouraging the migrant students to interact with
the locals. During my private conversations with the
Filipino students, they told me that students formed
cliques based on their nationalities and often, some of
them felt socially isolated. Using the Monday’s activities,
the students plan to hold language exchange activities for
this year's cultural festival in October. At the same time,
the students will also hold a photo exhibition to showcase
the cultures of their country.

On Fridays, | worked with Keio students to plan activities
with Y-san. Most of the Keio students do not speak
Japanese hence my role as a facilitator is to convey the
students’ plans to Y-san. The Keio students participated in
language exchange through activities like conversations
and games and even sharing sessions by some of the
university students who come from a mixed nationality
background. The aim was for the students to have a
chance to speak English, but more importantly, to inspire
them to look for opportunities beyond the school. The
turnout for Friday activities is the highest because
students enjoyed interacting with the university students.
A few enthusiastic students then approached B-san and
shared with her their aspirations to enter university.

This resulted in the invitation of students to external
activities. In August, the students participated in an art
exhibition tour in Ueno and in July, they participated in
two school excursion trips to Keio University and Waseda
University. Some of the students had the chance to sit in
for the lessons. | brought some students to sit in for my
class on Historical Survey of Europe. At the end of the
trip, students shared with me that they have a strong
desire to attend college and started to think about how
they could achieve their goal. According to B-san, the
progression to university is less common for students
from the technical high schools. This is due to financial
reasons and this problem is compounded for the migrant
students, many of whom lack the Japanese language
ability to pass the high school exams for local universities
and also lack the financial ability to finance their studies
for English-speaking courses at private universities.

Moreover, many students often do not think of continuing
education beyond high school.

Perspective transformation for the migrant youths
happened because the inter-cultural activities went
beyond games and language learning and focused on the
personal lives of the individuals involved. As youths made
sense of their interactions with the volunteers and their
fellow students, they started to create their own
interpretation of what it meant to be in Japan.

3.3 INTER-CULTURAL LEARNING AMONG FOREIGN
EXCHANGE UNIVERSITY PARTICIPANTS

Inter-cultural learning is not just a one way process.
Participants like the foreign exchange university students
and even myself, have learnt empathy and a greater
understanding of these less privileged students. Since
2016, A &4E4% (Human and Society) lesson is
introduced as part of the school curriculum so that
students can have a greater exposure to the community
around them and consider the way of living. As part of the
programme, final year students at the technical high
school can participate in internships as short as 1 day.
Shinjuku Art Project joined the programme and provided
a 1 day programme for the students to act as facilitators
for a neighbourhood guide programme for foreigners.
Students had to explain in English, the cultural and
historical heritage of the community. The Keio students
participated as the visitors and had the chance to interact
with local students. At the end of the trip, we had a
debriefing session with the exchange students and
received feedback from the students that they developed
a greater sense of understanding of the schooling system
in Japan. They also compared the home country’s
education system to the Japanese education system and
gave insights on how to improve such activities to B-san
and the teacher at the high school. Volunteers underwent
perspective transformation as they reflected on their
status as "foreigners" in Japan and made sense of their
experiences as they thought of how they could contribute
to the local community.

4 CONCLUSION

Through my experiences working as a facilitator at the
technical high school and participating in various activities
with Shinjuku Art Project, | discovered that inter-cultural
experiences go beyond language capabilities. Inter-
cultural experiences for the participants in the NPO
involve multi-layered interactions that provide chances to
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work with other individuals of different backgrounds and
hence an ability to make sense of their world. For the
migrant youths, the activities serve as a platform to
develop skills to enter the local community and to be part
a welcoming community for other youths.
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Before | came to Japan, | had the pre-conception that the
only way to know more about the "true" Japan is to
interact with the local Japanese community. Joining
Shinjuku Art Project has made me change my perceptions
of what is "local" and what is "foreign". Although many of
my friends and even the migrant youths see themselves
as "outsiders" to the community, living and working in the
same space with them has made me realised that these
distinctions began to blur, because people of different
nationalities work hard to co-exist and live in a
cosmopolitan city like Tokyo. Whenever | was in wards in
Tokyo like Shinjuku and Taito, | thought about how
pockets of migrants and descendents of migrants living in
this city support the lives of other Tokyo-lites and how
Japan as a nation is not as isolated as she perceives
herself to be.

I would like to thank JCCI and her sponsors for giving me
the opportunity to study in Japan for a year. All these
amazing experiences would not have been possible
without the support of JCCl and her staff. | would also like
to thank Shinjuku Art Project for taking me in as their first
foreign intern and providing me with multiple learning
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possibilities for their futures, for their patience and
kindness.

THE BEAUTY OF THE JAPANESE LANGUAGE
1 INTRODUCTION

For a very long time, tourism and lifestyle websites have
been consistently promoting Japan (on a yearly basis) as
one of the best countries in the world to visit, and for
good reason, too —Japan’s heritage has often been widely
regarded to be the richest in the world. Beyond that,
Japan has also gained much respect global for its
(successful) efforts in preserving its culture and traditions.
This is particularly impressive, especially considering that
we now live in a world where an increasing number of
countries are beginning to see their heritage gradually
fade away due to globalisation.

A society has many pillars holding it up — for instance,
culture, tradition, values — and the Japanese society is no
different. However, it is important to note that language
is crucial to the strengthening of those pillars and in
integrating them into people’s daily lives. In that regard,
the Japanese language plays a very important role in the
Japanese society and its vibrant culture that we now see.

Alluring to many but complex to some, the Japanese
language harbours many interesting intricacies and is also
fundamental in the display of certain values (such as

respect) within the Japanese society. From a different
perspective, we can see the Japanese language as a
bridge that connects Japan internally to its heritage and,
at the same time, one that also connects Japan externally
to the rest of the world.

2 THE JAPANESE LANGUAGE

First records of the Japanese language have dated as far
back as the 3rd century and over the following decades, it
underwent considerable change and influence to become
the modern Japanese language that we now know.

Lexically, the Japanese language contains three broad
systems — Kanji, which makes use of Mandarin characters;
Hiragana, a set of Japanese alphabets used to piece
syllables together to form Japanese words; and Katakana,
another set of Japanese alphabets that is more commonly
used in writing words “borrowed” from other languages.

For beginners learning the Japanese language, it is
important to note that certain consonants (such as “v”
and “x”) are not used at all. In cases where those
consonants are required, similar-sounding Japanese
alphabets (either Hiragana or Katakana) will be their
replacements, though some new alphabets were created
from existing ones to take the places of those “missing

consonants”.

According to recent studies, there is an increasing number
of people who choose to use those new alphabets in their
daily conversations and within this group of people, there
has also been unanimous feedback that they are able to
convey their messages much better.

Spoken Japanese is fairly straightforward and simpler to
understand. It also bears a few similarities to the English
language — for instance, the Japanese language is a pure
vowel system in which the vowels as well as consonants
are all short and easily distinguishable. Spoken Japanese
is also a two-pitch system, making Japanese words even
easier to pronounce than most other languages in the
world.

2.1 LANGUAGE AND HERITAGE

The Japanese language has many different layers and
nuances that allow speakers to adequately express
themselves without revealing too much of their true
feelings. Moreover, the precise nature of the Japanese
language has played a very important role in the
establishment and development of Japan’s culture.
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The Japanese language and Japan’s heritage share a
symbiotic relationship whereby they bear great influences
on one another. In relation to this point, while the
Japanese language facilitated Japan’s evolution and
cultural development over the years, the values in Japan's
heritage (e.g., respect, courtesy) prevent the language
from becoming outwardly brazen, much unlike many
other languages. Together, these factors are critical to the
preservation of Japan’s heritage, as has been the case
over the many centuries of Japan’s colourful history.

Another way that the Japanese language has been
important to the preservation of Japan’s heritage is in the
names of Japanese towns and cities. In Japan, names of
places tell stories of either the respective local
communities or the places’ origins. Put simply, they serve
a greater purpose of invoking intimacy, a sense of
continuity, and establishing an identity within the
Japanese society.

2.2 "BORROWING” FROM EUROPEAN LANGUAGES

One very special trait about the Japanese language is its
incorporation and “borrowing” of certain words from the
English language — usually those that either cannot be
efficiently translated to Japanese or are more commonly
recognised in Japan by their original form(s). For instance,
in the Japanese language, words like “smartphone” and
“tennis” were directly translated using Katakana - A <7k
and 7= & respectively.

The Japanese language “borrows” words from other
European languages as well — for example, 7 JV/3A4 b
came from “arbeit” in German and 7 ~ K-tV came
from “randsel” in Dutch.

3 FOREIGNERS’' ATTITUDES TOWARDS THE
JAPANESE LANGUAGE

The recent decade has seen the Japanese society adopt
an increasingly welcoming attitude towards foreigners
than before. Unsurprisingly, the number of foreigners
who choose to pick up Japanese as a new language has
also experienced a correspondingly significant increase.

Amongst this group of foreigners, their motivations for
learning Japanese range from being purely cultural (i.e., “I
want to learn Japanese in order to become understand
Japanese culture better”) to being purely practical (i.e., “I
want to learn Japanese in order to work in Japan in
future”). Oftentimes, it is more common to find foreigners
who are learning Japanese out of personal interest than

for practical reasons.

3.1 DIFFERENT DIFFICULTIES

Learning Japanese can be very manageable for native
speakers of East Asian languages such as Mandarin or
Korean, but at the same time exceedingly difficult for
native speakers of other languages.

For native speakers of East Asian languages, learning
Japanese is a much more manageable task due to the
similarities that Japanese shares with other East Asian
languages. For example, due to Kanji being closely related
to Mandarin characters, speakers of Mandarin will be able
to infer the meaning of certain Kanji words without even
knowing how the said Kanji words are pronounced. This
automatically gives them a huge advantage in terms of
reading and writing Japanese.

Korean speakers also have an advantage in this area as
well, due to some pronunciation similarities that Japanese
shares with the Korean language — for instance, 7} 2 in
Korean (pronounced “ga-bah-ng”, which means “bag”)
sounds very similar to ¥ in Japanese, which also means
“bag”. Hence, this makes it easier for Korean speakers to
infer the meaning of certain words that they might have
heard (but not necessarily know of) in conversations or in
texts.

For native speakers of other languages, learning Japanese
is difficult on many levels. Perhaps the biggest difficulty
would have to be the sheer amount of character
memorisation that they will have to go through — on top
of the basic Hiragana and Katakana, there is about 2,136
Kanji altogether in the Japanese language. As the
grammar and sentence structures in the Japanese
language is also very different from that in the students’
respective languages, it could take this group of people
up to an estimated seven years of constant practice in
Japanese to be able to speak the language fluently.

Overall, due to some fundamental similarities in grammar
structure as well as shared history between Japanese and
other East Asian languages, native speakers of East Asian
languages typically find it easier to pick up the Japanese
language and become fluent in it.

3.2 ACOMMON DIFFICULTY

For both aforementioned groups of students, however,
there is an aspect of the Japanese language that is equally
new and challenging to them —the honourifics system.



The Japanese language’s honourifics system contains of
two forms — the respectful-form (ELi(7), to be used
when speaking to your superior about him/her, and the
humble-form (5 ), to be used when speaking to your
superior about yourself. This system is unique to the
Japanese language and it also forms a cornerstone of
Japanese culture as it encompasses values that the
Japanese society holds dear, such as respect and honour.

To foreigners learning Japanese, the honourifics system
can be fairly confusing at first because, after all, it is a
system that they are not used to at all. However, they are
certainly able to understand and appreciate the rationale
behind using the honourifics system — oftentimes, they
find that by slightly shifting their mindset to reflect the
typical Japanese values, they are able to adapt more
quickly to using the honourifics system.

4 MY JOURNEY WITH THE JAPANESE LANGUAGE

From a very young age, | have had a strong appreciation
for Japan —its beautiful landscapes, rich traditions, vibrant
culture, and the values that the Japanese society upholds.
As such, | made the decision to learn Japanese by myself
when | was 18 years old.

As | was still in junior college with little savings, | was
unable to enrol myself in a Japanese language school. Not
to be disheartened, | decided to learn Japanese on my
own and to see how far | could possibly go. To achieve
that goal, | bought a few textbooks and diligently studied
for about one to two hours each day. At the end of one
month, | found that | had reached a plateau and that it
would be very difficult for me to progress further with my
self-study without professional guidance.

However, at that time, | had to serve the military for two
years and as a result, | was unable to practise Japanese as
much as | would have liked. With that said, | was able to
maintain my motivation in learning Japanese throughout
those two years and at the end of it, | had finally saved up
enough money to enrol myself in a Japanese language
school.

On top of my existing university classes, | went for weekly
Japanese lessons for over a year between 2013 and 2014.
In that time period, | found myself steadily improving in
Japanese — at the same time, | cultivated a very niche
interest in Japanese linguistics. The things that
particularly interested me about the Japanese language
were its little nuances and impacts on the Japanese
society.

5 THE JAPANESE LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY TEST

When | was still in Japan on my study programme at
Ritsumeikan Asia Pacific University, | made the decision
to enrol myself for the Japanese Language Proficiency
Test at the N2 level because | wanted to test my Japanese
language ability, after more than five years of self-study
and Japanese classes.

In preparation for the examination, | actively joined
school activities to further improve my speaking and
listening ability, as | had always known that those were
my weakest areas in Japanese. | also made it a point to
speak in Japanese with my Japanese friends as much as
possible, and to not be afraid to clarify any questions that
I had.

As | also studied for the examination entirely by myself, |
tried my best to think from the point of view of a
Japanese native speaker and to immerse myself fully in
the finer details of the language itself. Of course, over the
course of two months’ worth of preparation, | put in a
minimum of four hours a day in practising my reading,
writing, and listening skills.

Eventually, my hard work paid off as | received news in
August 2016 that | had passed the Japanese Language
Proficiency Test.

6 CONCLUSION: MY FUTURE PLANS

Personally, | find Japanese to be a very special language
that is able to express a lot by saying very little — that, in
itself, goes a long way in highlighting the language’s
versatility and layers. | am very honoured to have had the
chance to learn Japanese, and | definitely intend to
continue my study of the Japanese language in the future.
From there, my next goal is to serve as a bridge between
Japan and Singapore — in particular, by leveraging on my
Japanese language ability and university background in
finance, | aspire to contribute positively to the Japanese
economy.
