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M1 CONTACT Contemporary Dance Festival 2018

The M1 CONTACT Contemporary Dance Festival (M1
CONTACT Festival) returns for its g edition from g June
to 5 August this year. Recognised for its bold curation,
commissioning of local and international works and a
wide array of technique classes and workshops, the
Festival, presented by The Human Expression Dance
Company (T.H.E) in collaboration with Esplanade -
Theatres on the Bay, was incepted shortly after Artistic
Director Kuik Swee Boon founded T.H.E in 2008. Kuik,
who has also been serving as the Festival Director since
its beginning in 2010, believes that such a platform is

necessary for the development of the local contemporary
dance scene.

It is clear that the groundwork had been laid well as the
contemporary dance scene in Singapore has flourished in
recent years, steadily gaining popularity and credence.
Under Kuik’s directive, the Festival has been consistent
with its vibrant shows, technique classes and workshops,
intentionally paving the way for cross-border
collaborations of which a number has taken place with
festivals and practitioners in Japan. It is hence heartening
to see how the Festival, supported by the Japanese
Chamber of Commerce International (JCCI) Singapore
Foundation this year, has grown to be a key highlight of
the regional dance calendar as it partners festivals like
Yokohama Dance Collection and Fukuoka Dance Fringe
Festival.

One of the two award-winning performances showcased

in this year's Asian Festivals Exchange (AFX) platform is

choreographed and performed by Kenji Shinohe, selected




from the Yokohama Dance Collection. Titled K(-A-)O, the
work seeks to examine and evoke thought about the
reduction of human emotions to mere emoticons in the
digital age. Bringing into question the complexity of
human emotions, the performance invites the audience
to consider if we have indeed arrived at a point of no
return where the poverty of expression is inevitable and
has become all pervasive. Currently living in Essen, Kenji
Shinohe performs as a soloist and has won awards such as
the Grand Prize and Audience Award at the choreography
competition at the International Dance Theatre Festival,
Germany. As part of the stellar line-up of the Asian
Festivals Exchange (AFX), K(-A-)O will be performed
alongside two new works danced by T.H.E Second
Company, created by Kim Bora (South Korea) and Natalie
Clark (New Zealand), as well as First Abundance Society
choreographed by Ho-yeon Kim and Jung-ha Lim of Seoul
Dance Collection, who will be joining hands with local/
Malaysian independent dance artist, Hwa Wei-An, to
create a new work-in-progress.

The Fukuoka Dance Fringe Festival, whose works and
guest artists have been a consistent feature in the
Festival's programme, would be no stranger to members
of the audience who have attended previous editions of
M1 CONTACT Festival. Representing Fukuoka Dance
Fringe Festival this year is Logyee Jung with her work,
Time Killer. This work, which won Jung the 1st prize from
the Asian Solo & Duo Challenge for MASDANZA,
organised by New Dance For Asia - NDA International
Festival together with the MASDANZA International
Contemporary Dance Festival of the Canary Islands, will
be staged as part of M1 Open Stage, a curated platform
that features selected local and international works from
an open call alongside guest items from partner festivals.

Titled Matou, another piece from Japan that will be
featured at M1 Open Stage is choreographed and
performed by Ruri Mito. This enigmatic performance was
selected from the Odoru Akita International Dance

Festival in Japan and hinges on the wordplay and
exploration of the Japanese phrase ‘Matou’, which is often
used figuratively in different contexts. Since Matou's
premiere in 2015, the solo has been staged at multiple
platforms in Europe and Japan. Actively performing in
many countries, Mito's works are well received and have
been recognised through various awards that she has
bagged.

Also presented on the same stage is NAKA, brainchild of
Japanese dancer-choreographer Mai Kubota and local
dance artist Shou Yi Goh. A commissioned collaboration,
NAKA was first presented as a work-in-progress at the
Asian Festivals Exchange (AFX) platform in last year's
Festival, where Kubota and Goh were paired up to co-
create this new work. The piece seeks to elucidate the
intersection of two paths: what is inside ourselves and
others, where the concepts of "inside" and "outside"
reflect different states of mind.

In a bid to increase the exposure of featured artists and
their works, guest directors and programmers from
international and regional partner festivals are invited to
select performances which they may subsequently stage
at their respective festivals. This has become one of the
highlights for artists featured at M1 Open Stage, posing
exciting opportunities for their works to be shared with
new audiences.

This year, the Festival will once again welcome Yoshiko
Swain, Artistic Director of Fukuoka Dance Fringe Festival.
Alongside Swain, Yamakawa Santa, Artistic Director of
Odoru Akita International Dance Festival will be joining us
together with directors and programmers from other
international festivals. Renowned Japanese dance critic
and director of Japan Dance Plug Co. Ltd., Takao
Norikoshi, who regularly writes articles on dance in the
region, will also be present at this platform.

The Festival also has a studio showcase which incubates

and presents works-in-progress by emerging local and
regional dance artists titled Off Stage, held at T.H.E Dance
Company’s studio at Goodman Arts Centre. Besides
providing such spaces for works-in-progress to develop,
Festival Director Kuik also sees great value in
commissioning high-calibre dance artists to create and
eventually stage a brand new work at DiverCity, a
platform that will be held in conjunction with M1 Open
Stage.

In the past few years, Kuik's own work has also been
staged in Japan at several platforms. Pellucid — one of
Kuik's early creations — was presented at the Tokyo
Session House in 2015. Organised Chaos, created together
with T.H.E's resident choreographer, Kim Jae Duk, was
presented at the Tokyo Performing Arts Market 2016
(TPAM), Asian Selection. T.H.E’s landmark performance,
As It Fades, was also much lauded at the Niigata
International Dance Festival 2017 last year.

Those interested in T.H.E Dance Company's performances
will be able to experience two brand new works danced
by the main full-time company dancers, created by Kim
Jae Duk and UK’s Humanhood. Not forgetting its desire
to create a nurturing and inclusive environment, the
Festival will also continue with its 2nd run of Dance at
Dusk, a non-ticketed event powered by the dancers from
T.H.E’s principal and second companies, specially curated
to make the art form more accessible to new audiences
through 6 free shows held at the Esplanade Outdoor
Theatre.

Other than technique classes and workshops led by both
local and international artists participating in this year's
Festival, which will complete the experience for
practitioners looking to hone their craft of contemporary
dance, the International Artists Showcase also brings to
the stage mature international works, Black Velvet by
Shamel Pitts, Mirelle Martins and Lucca del Carlo (New

York/lIsrael/Brazil), as well as Vestige by Astrid Boons
(Belgium/Netherlands). Together, the double bill will close
this year’s line-up of shows.

The relatively small market of contemporary dance
results in the valuableness of the opportunities offered by
the Festival, giving room for a wholehearted exploration
of the human expression. Friendships and networks
birthed at these platforms have also continued to support
the artists’ development beyond the festival and have
paved the way for works to be developed with greater
depth.

We are deeply thankful and encouraged by the support of
JCCI Foundation Singapore this year. The ripples from this
partnership will go a long way in sustaining these cross-
border exchanges, essential for raising the bar of
contemporary dance and promoting a wider appreciation
for the arts in Singapore.

Engaging of Japanese Rhythmic Gymnastics
Technical Expert in Preparation for
Commonwealth Games 2018

Competitive Rhythmic Gymnastics (RG), first started in
the Soviet Union in the 1940s, has evolved into a female-
only summer Olympic sport that never fails to sell out.
While generally considered niche and not as recognizable
as its famous counterpart, Artistic Gymnastics (AG) (which
involves iconic tumbling moves and apparatus such as the
Beam and Vault), RG is every bit as complex, challenging
and demanding on the body. At core, RG is a performance
sport where gymnasts deliver routines to music, ranging
from 1:30 to 2:30 minutes, on a 13 by 13 metre square
carpet.

Increasingly, RG has been pushing the boundaries of
strength, flexibility, dexterity, musicality and
coordination. World champions in RG are typically
renowned for exhibiting near contortionist levels of
flexibility, combined with the grace and power of a
professional contemporary dancer. Five apparatus are
used in RG —the Rope, Hoop, Ball, Clubs and Ribbon, each
of which, demands its own set of specific handling skills
to master. For example, fundamental techniques of the
Ball include long unassisted rolls on the body and an
assortment of bounces on the floor. Rhythmic gymnasts

are required to, in their routines, coordinate three types
of body difficulties, Jumps, Balances and Pivots, with a
variety of apparatus handling, all the while expressing and
emoting the character of the accompanying music, much
like how an ice skater tells a story through his or her
performance on the ice.

Modern RG has taken a step further and evolved into the
Individual and Group sub-disciplines. As suggested by the
name, the Individual event consists of just one gymnast
performing on the carpet at all time. On the other hand,
the Group event comprises five gymnasts on the carpet
simultaneously executing complicated exchanges and
intricate collaborations with the apparatus. From the
audience’s perspective, it could be said that while the
Individual event is an exhibition of flawless perfection, the
Group event is a flashy, explosive spectacle of complex
tosses and acrobatics — sometimes too fast for the eye to
follow.

Traditionally, East-European countries are the power
houses of RG. Their performances commonly bear the
hallmark influences and aesthetic sensibilities of classical



Russian Ballet and Slavic folk dance. Japan in contrast,
has regularly been touted by judges as a breath of fresh
air for bringing unique choreography and style to the
community. In recent years, RG in Japan has been
growing from strength to strength, culminating in the
Group and Kaho Minagawa’s long-awaited medals at the
World Championships 2017 last year. Kaho also made
history, becoming the first Japanese in 42 years to make a
podium finish in a RG individual event.

At the grassroots level, RG, also known as “Hr & 7, is
very popular in Japan. The presence of numerous clubs
creates a vibrant competitive scene throughout the year.
Their developmental pathways are also well-established,
backed by sporting universities who offer the sport at an
elite level and as a curriculum.

Perhaps an attestation to the popularity of RG in Japan, is
the development of men’s RG. Men’s RG is a sport unique
to Japan. Much like its female counterpart, it is performed
in a group albeit with different apparatus, incorporating
air-borne tumbles and somersaults together with martial-
arts inspired dance movements. Men’s RG is most famous
for its risky, precisely timed mid-air somersaults with
gymnasts narrowly avoiding collisions with one another.
While not yet recognized in the Olympics, clips of men'’s
RG have certainly gone viral online.

Singapore on the other hand, is still a budding nation in
RG. RG was first established under Singapore Gymnastics
(SG) in 2005. Since then, the sport has grown
tremendously to a practice for approximately 12 member
clubs, 14 primary schools and five secondary schools in
the city state. Competition participant numbers are also
on the rise at a rate of about 15% annually.

As part of our Commonwealth Games (CWG) 2018
campaign, Japanese technical expert, Ms Rika Yamamoto,
was in town for a period in February to assist with SG’s
national team training and choreography. Besides being
fluent in Russian, Bulgarian and English, Ms Yamamoto is
a current Technical Committee member of the Asian
Gymnastics Union (AGU) and has experience coaching
both the national teams of Bulgaria and Japan. The
aforementioned World Champion, Kaho Minagawa, is a
student of hers. Ms Yamamoto has also been the director
of the Kokushikan University RG club for the past 8 years.

This marks the second time SG is collaborating with Ms
Yamamoto. The first occasion for the preparation of the
2017 South East Asian Games (SEA Games) was a huge
success, yielding a final result of three bronzes, one silver
and our historic first-ever individual event medal. To spice
things up this time, Ms Yamamoto's three top gymnasts

(Tomome Kobashi, Rina Furui and Rie Ameshima) were
also invited to educate and inspire our athletes and
coaches by means of demonstration. Rina is currently
ranked seventh in Japan.

Ms Yamamoto's work in Singapore this time comprised
three main components — training SG’s high-performance
gymnasts, conducting a judges workshop on the newly
introduced international rules and leading a coach
workshop to improve the capabilities of local coaches.

During her work with SG’s gymnasts, Ms Yamamoto
meticulously noted down the elements in each girl’s
routine and advised the coaches on the strengths and
weakness of the routine composition. RG like any sport,
involved copious strategy when it comes to competition
and score targeting. The highest scores do not necessarily
go to the gymnast with the best technique. Instead, a
significant portion of the scoring relies on the coaching
factors such as the distribution and type of body
difficulties performed and the extent to which a gymnast’
s personal style is drawn out to complement the music.

The rules governing RG, known as the Code of Points
(COP), is set by the Fédération Internationale de
Gymnastique (FIG) and changed every four years (in
accordance with the Olympic cycle) to suit the direction
of the sport’s development. In the recent cycle, one
welcomed change was the introduction of the Dance
Steps requirement — that is, eight seconds of movement
in which gymnasts are expected to dance in rhythm and
express the character of the music.

After meeting the minimum number per type of required
difficulty, additional elements are optional and should be
added into the routine composition playing to the
gymnast’s strengths. Ms Yamamoto's experience proved
exceptionally useful here — she was able to quickly
ascertain each gymnast’s expertise and advise the
coaches to, for example, add in more Jump in place of
Pivot difficulties. Ms Yamamoto also put her flair for ideas
and choreography to good use, frequently going on to the
carpet (despite being 53 years of age) to personally show
gymnasts how to move their bodies for the best effect.

Said National Group Coach, Vesela Ivanova, “Ms
Yamamoto was patient, precise, clarified the rules, but
gave specific ideas for change”. Coach Ivanova was also
extremely appreciative that Ms Yamamoto took the
initiative to stay past her stipulated hours and spend more
time with the gymnasts. In addition, she is grateful that
Ms Yamamoto has stayed in contact with her even after
leaving Singapore, acting as a source of guidance and
support.

When faced with difficulty describing a particular skill
with the apparatus, Ms Yamamoto would also call upon
her gymnasts to assist with the demonstration. As RG is
constantly evolving, there is much value to be found in
having gymnasts of higher seniority teach their juniors.
As the popularity of skills change over time, it is to be
expected that not all coaches will be able to verbally
explain the mechanics of a skill, especially if it is one they
have not personally encountered in their own careers. In
some cases, there is also no hard-and-fast method of
achieving a particular skill.

Said Tan Ying, Avryl, one of SG’s high-performance
gymnasts and a member of the 2017 SEA Games team,
“Training under Rika alongside her gymnasts was a
wonderful experience. As her gymnasts were much
stronger than us, | felt motivated to train harder and
improve my technique. Watching her gymnasts
demonstrate definitely also lent clarity to my
understanding of specific skills.”

The effect of Ms Yamamoto's gymnasts was even clearer
on SG’s developmental team. As the Japanese athletes
ran through their routines, the development gymnasts
stared transfixed and in awe. After the session ended, Ms
Yamamoto’'s gymnasts were treated like local celebrities
as the girls flocked to get their autographs and exchange
social media contacts.

One highlight of Ms Yamamoto's work with SG's high-
performance gymnasts was the training session showcase
for the Japanese Chamber of Commerce and Industry
(JCCI) Singapore Foundation representatives over the
weekend. For the showcase, gymnasts abandoned their
regular training gear (consisting tights and tank tops) and
donned their competition leotards. RG leotards are truly a
sight to behold; they are typically entirely handmade,
painted or stitched with vibrant colours, complete with
coat of diamantes and a short skirt. At the Senior
competitive level, gymnasts usually have different
leotards per apparatus in line with their choice of routine
music. For example, if the routine is to the music of Swan
Lake, most gymnasts would opt for a swan-inspired
leotard. In the recent years, RG leotard fashion has
certainly taken on a life of its own — the current trend
includes the addition of tassels, pearls, v-neck collars,
feather or flower embellishments, decorated leggings and
hand-painted colour gradations.

JCCI Singapore Foundation Advisory Committee
Chairman, Mr Tomoyuki Kuwata, commented that he
thoroughly enjoyed the session and was amazed by how
hard the gymnasts have to train - definitely a testimony
to the gymnasts’ technique in making their routines look
effortless.

Training aside, Ms Yamamoto also conducted a coaches
and judges workshop. The aim of the judges workshop
was to clarify a critical mid-cycle update to the judges
rules. In a bid to more accurately rank high-level
gymnasts, the FIG had rolled out a mid-cycle update with
increased penalties for execution errors (among other
things) such as the loss of apparatus, trajectory mistakes
and falls. The judges workshop was attended by
approximately 35 participants, consisting local coaches
and judges. Ms Yamamoto showed true professionalism,
patiently answering all questions despite the occasional
language barrier and time limit.

In her coaching workshop, Ms Yamamoto's experience
with both western and eastern style of coaching shown
through. she gave detailed explanations of warm up
methodology including an overview of muscle and bone
anatomy. She also showed how apparatus technique

practice could be incorporated into different warm up
sequences to make training drills fun and interesting
instead of repetitive and mundane. Perhaps the most
fascinating segment of her workshop was the live
improvisation session where she had her gymnasts
perform their own choreography to different set themes.
Many local coach attendees agreed that this was a great
way of discovering each gymnast’s innate style and music
suitability.

Club and school coach participant, Ms Andrea Leong,
described Rika's coaching workshop as a great eye-
opener, adding that “she introduced us to different Asian
body types and how each body type required tailored
training plans for maximum improvement”. Ms Leong
also concluded that the live improvisation segment would
not have been as easy to understand without the
presence of MsYamamoto's gymnasts to illustrate.
